· Pre-test the experiment in advance of session to ensure container does not bubble so vigorously that it overflows and dry ice is expelled

	Flammable
	· Keep behind table and well away from participants
· Keep lid tightly sealed

· Ensure no flames or hot containers are placed nearby
· Familiarise deliverers with safe exits and fire procedures

	Sodium hydroxide
	Burns
	· Make up dilute pH8 solution in advance and keep 0.1 M NaOH away from participants
